Scarf.  This scarf is worked by alternating two-row 
stripes of two colors of Noro Silk Garden.  The non-
working yarn is carried up the side throughout, so 
there are minimal ends to weave in.  Stop by the 
shop for a copy of the free pattern and a quick 
demo!

Beginning Level 
Beginning Knitting: $45 incl. supplies. 
Join us to learn the fundamentals of knitting. The 
class project will be a scarf. You will learn to knit, 
purl, cast on and bind off. 
September 20, 27, & Oct. 4.  Saturdays.  2pm-4pm. 
October 9, 16, & 23.  Thursdays.  6:00pm-8:00pm. 
November 1, 8, & 15.  Saturdays.  2:00pm-4:00pm. 
December 2, 9, & 16.  Tuesdays.  6:00pm-8:00pm. 
Beginning Crochet: $45. Includes supplies. 
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Instructor: James Ashworth This class will cover 
basic crochet skills and make a scarf.   With these 
basics, you can make a scarf, hat, pillow, bag or any 
number of projects.

Beyond the Basics Level 
Advanced Beginning Knitting: $55

needles and to decrease and increase. In this class, 
you will develop the skills and confidence to knit 
more adventurous projects. Class projects include a 
hat and gift bag, and future projects will be 
discussed.  Supplies will be purchased during the 
first class.

Learn to knit a basic sock using either double points 
or circular needles—your choice.

This purse is an easy first felting project, and its 
basic shape is perfect for many creative 
interpretations.  A great next step from scarf knitting, 
this could be a quick Christmas project.  Students 
should already know how to cast on, knit, and bind 
off.  You will learn how to pick up stitches and make 
i-cord.

Fiber Trends felted clogs are both fun to knit and fun 
to wear.  They are knit as an oversized shoe, and 
then tossed in the washing machine for felting – the 
art of A project shrinking 100% wool down to the 
desired size.  Supplies: Fiber Trends pattern 
(available for children or adults), 100% wool (not 
superwash) yarn in bulky or worsted weight,  
Circular Needles: US 11 24in., US 13 24in., & one 
smaller 16in. circular needle.

Finishing Techniques: $45 
Instructor: Melanie Childers 
This class will introduce you to new finishing 
techniques to complete your garments with a 
professional appearance. Topics to be covered 
include alternate cast-ons and bind-offs, stockinette 
and garter stitch seams, kitchener stitch, buttonholes 
and blocking.

Manon Your Way 10:00am-1:00pm $25 
   Customize this interesting pullover from Twisted 
Sisters.  It features unusual and dramatic lines 
flattering to most body types.  As an added bonus, it 
goes together with minimal sewing. Choose the yarn 
you prefer and knit in the gauge you like.  Make any 
length sleeves.  Knit to any bust measurement.  It's 
your sweater!  This is an excellent way to begin 
taking charge of your knitting so you can create the 
sweaters you want. 
   This one session class will focus on teaching you 
the structure of the sweater and how the parts work 
together.  You will learn two increase techniques, 
how to knit pieces together as you work and practice 
sewing together pieces worked in garter stitch.  
Once you have mastered these techniques, there 
will be time in class to begin your project. 
   Students should be able to cast on, knit and bind 
off without assistance.  They should have knit at 
least one sweater using a pattern and be familiar 
with standard knitting abbreviations.  Pick up the 
materials list and homework when you register for 
the class. 
 
3 to 2 Any Gauge Sweater 2:00pm-5:00pm $25 
   This is a fun, flattering and easy to knit sweater.  
Unlike most sweaters worked on the bias, this one is 
done is stockinet instead of garter!  The cute collar 
detail gives you an additional place to personalize 
the sweater. 
   Choose any yarn you want, knit to the bust 
measurement and length you prefer.  Decide 
whether you want sleeves.  If you do, then learn how 



to knit in a simple drop shoulder sleeve. 
   This one session class will teach you the 
techniques you need to knit this sweater.  There will 
be time in class to start your project. 
   Students should be able to CO, knit, purl and BO 
without assistance. They should have knit at least 
one sweater using a pattern. 
   Pick up the materials list when you register. 
   Homework is to read the pattern and note any 
questions you have. Decide the finished bust 
measurement and finished length of your sweater. 
Decide whether your sweater will have sleeves.  If 
so, what length will they be and how deep will the 
armhole be? 
 
Glove Knitting - Fingerless & Traditional: $45. 
Instructor: Meredith Dewald 
Learn the basics of glove construction and design. 
This class will cover patterning using a graph, finger 
construction, and finishing options. Meredith will be 
showing you her personal patterns and tips on 
customizing your own work. Knowledge of circular 
knitting, ribbing, double-point needles, and some 
finishing techniques required.

2 Socks on 2 Circs. Toe Up: $45 
Instructor: Karen Head 
Want to get both socks done at the same time to 
avoid 2nd sock syndrome? Come join Karen as she 
gets you going on toe up socks. You will knit both 
socks using 2 circular needles. You will pick out yarn 
and needles during the first class.  Sport weight sock 
yarn or heavier suggested.  Students need to know 
the Long Tail Cast On before coming to class.

October Fair Isle Pillow: $35 
Instructor: Darilee Nelson  
This class will focus on proper two-color knitting 
techniques to create a fair-isle fabric that is flat and 
even.  We will use a Kate Jackson Knits Pattern 
called October Fair Isle Pillow, which is knit entirely 
in the round with minimal finishing, and uses a solid 
color yarn (ex. Louet Riverstone) and self-striping or 
variegated yarn (ex. Noro Kureyon) for fair-isle color 
work that looks much harder than it is.  Please come 
by the shop before the first class to choose yarn and 
begin casting on.

Getting Started Sweater Knitting:  $35 

Instructor: Carrie Bishop 
Thinking of knitting a sweater?  This 2-session class 
will walk you through tips and tricks of successful 
project planning. Expect to look at multiple patterns 
and sweaters to examine fit, materials used, and 
techniques.  Based on a sweater you think you 
would like to knit, Carrie will help you choose a yarn 
and needles to begin you gauge swatch with.  These 
swatches will be reviewed in the second class, 
followed by sizing determination so that you can 
begin your sweater endeavor.
